The Tissue Engineering Laboratory focuses in stem cell research and
tissue engineering, nanoscience and nanotechnology, and
mechanobiological regulation of osteogenesis and chondrogenesis.
The Laboratory is funded through the Whitaker Biomedical
Engineering Foundation, National Institutes of Health, and other
sources.

Nanoscience and Nanotechnology: Involves the usage of atomic force
microscopy to study collagen, mineralizing bone, hyaline cartilage, fibrocartilage
(e.g. intervertebral discs) and implant-bone interface.

Mechanobiological Regulation of Osteogenesis and Chondrogenesis:
Involves computerized delivery of biomechanical stimuli both in vivo (animal
models) and in vitro (organ culture) to induce osteogenesis and chondrogenesis.
Strain gauges are used to determine 3-D biomechanical stresses on cortical
bone surfaces.
